Notes for ‘Thomas Cokayne 1710-1780 stemma’
The parents of Thomas Cokayne 1710-1780 are not known and we have been unable to find parish records relating to his birth or death.  However, he lived and raised children in Chaddesden, Derbyshire, and the link to this area suggests that he may have been the son of Thomas Cokayne born 1683, Chaddesden, as shown in AECM Stemma 5.  Whilst, there is no evidence for this, it does seem to provide the ‘best fit’ taking into account dates and geography.

There were two contemporary couples in Chaddesden in the second half of the 18th century with the same name – Francis and Mary Cokayne.  One Francis was the son of Thomas (1710-1780), married to Mary Redgate, and the other the son of Francis (1693; see AECM Stemma 5), married to Mary Smedley.  Unfortunately, all baptisms of their children appear as of Francis and Mary and so it is difficult to separate the children of each couple with any certainty.  The treatment that we present may not be correct and we would welcome any evidence to either support or correct it.  In particular, each couple had a son named William and these may be assigned to the wrong parents.
The stemma does not show all of the Cokaynes in this part of the family tree.  Mary Redgate had an illegitimate daughter named Frances prior to marriage with Francis Cokayne.  Whilst it seems quite likely that Francis was this child’s father we have no substantial evidence and so treat her separately:
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
